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INTRODUCTION
2008 marks the seventh year for publication of the Colorado underground facility damage report,
Perspectives on Facility Damage-2007. Utility Notification Center of Colorado (UNCC)
publishes the only comprehensive annual report that analyzes the root cause of underground
facility damage in the nation. UNCC is indebted to the member organizations that provide this
valuable information.

Many of the Colorado underground facility owner/operators have consistently reported their
excavation damage information since 2001. The current dataset spans seven years, contains
detailed information on 72,580 separate facility damages and encompasses all facility types in
nearly every county in Colorado. The decreasing trend since 2003 in the number and severity of
facility damages in Colorado is evidence that shared responsibility, mutual cooperation and
precise information do make a difference.
The large decrease in damages from 8,947 in 2006 to 6,385 in 2007, a 29% reduction in the
number of facility damages, is attributable to a number of causes including:

1) the slowing down of residential construction activity in the state (permits down 21%),
2) the slowing state and national economy,
3) the corresponding decrease in One-Call incoming request activity (down 10%), and
4) an increase in the efforts and more effective programs by a number of industry

stakeholders to increase public awareness of One-Call (811) requirements and
stakeholder damage prevention education.

Colorado stakeholders have reduced their all-facility damages from 1.8 damages per 100
incoming requests in 2003 to 1.0 all-facility damages per 100 incoming requests in 2007, a
healthy 44% decrease. During these four years, incoming requests have decreased only 15%.

Colorado is the only U.S. state that has legislatively mandated the collection and reporting of
comprehensive facility damage information by all facility owner/operators to the One-Call
center. This distinction provides Colorado facility owner/operators the ability to both understand
the causes of facility damage and to implement targeted public awareness and industry
educational activities. These activities are designed to increase locate requests by homeowners
and professional excavators, promote safer excavation practices and to ultimately reduce facility
damages. The cooperation of all industry stakeholders to facilitate the success of these actions
ensures the delivery of vital utility services and creates a safer Colorado.

Colorado can take pride in its leadership role in damage prevention standards, practices,
programs and bottom line results. We encourage the public and all involved in the damage
prevention industry to maintain their efforts in the coming years. UNCC is always open to
feedback and suggestions to improve the usefulness of the report.

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A NOTE ABOUT “DATA NOT COLLECTED / UNKNOWN”
From 2001-2005, the quality of the information submitted for most of the requested data
elements was improving. This means that facility owner/operators were researching and
providing a valid option for the data element instead of the “Unknown/Other” or “Data Not
Collected” options. As Charts A and Table A show, when facility owner/operators began
submitting their data directly into DIRT in 2006, the quality of the information decreased
significantly as measured by the percent of unknown or not collected data.
